Covenant Retirement Communities Exec Distinguished Alumni

ASHLAND, OHIO, Aug. 22, 2008 – Covenant Retirement Communities President Rick K. Fisk was recently named a Distinguished Alumni of Ashland Theological Seminary, Ashland, Ohio.
The award recognizes alumni who use their ministry competencies to make a difference for the kingdom of God in their own neighborhood, according to Eric Sandberg, director of marketing and recruitment, Ashland Theological Seminary. This year, the seminary recognized six alumni in five categories of service: global ministry, community transformation, counseling, pastoral leadership and academics. 

Sandberg continues that the community transformation award, which Fisk received, is a “progressive realization of God’s kingdom among us and applies to a specific locality. Transforming a community requires walking on the edge where Christ meets culture and, in Jesus’ words, being light and salt to those who live there.  Community transformation usually involves preaching salvation, extending mercy, sharing compassion, and seeking justice for the purpose of offering restoration to individuals and groups within the community.”

The award recognized Fisk’s lifetime efforts, particularly his 15 years of service to senior adults in faith-based retirement housing organizations. As president of Covenant Retirement Communities, Fisk leads 15 retirement communities that are home to 5,500 senior adults nationwide. The organization, owned by the Evangelical Covenant Church, is the fifth largest not-for-profit senior housing provider in the U.S. It also annually provides more than $10 million in benevolent assistance to seniors who cannot afford housing and care.

A resident of Mount Prospect, Ill., Fisk has a master's degree from Ashland Theological Seminary and a bachelor's degree from Nyack College, Nyack, N.Y. He is an ordained minister and an Association of Fundraising Professionals-certified fund-raising executive.

Ashland Theological Seminary, a division of Ashland University, is the largest seminary in Ohio and the 16th largest seminary in the United States and Canada. In addition to the main campus in Ashland, the seminary has campuses in Cleveland, Columbus and Southfield, Mich. Ashland was founded by the Brethren Church in 1906 and is accredited by the Association of Theological Schools, the North Central Organization of Colleges and Schools, and the Ohio Board of Regents. Ashland has students from 72 denominations and is considered one of the leading evangelical seminaries in the world.
