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Broward County Names Covenant Village of Florida Green Leader 

PLANTATION, Fla., May 1, 2008—Covenant Village of Florida was one of seven Broward County, Fla., businesses to win the county’s coveted Emerald Award for environmentally-friendly business practices.

Presented by the Board of County Commissioners at a ceremony on April 29, the Plantation, Fla. continuing care retirement community received the award for Green Products/Practices or Programs. The county recognized the community for 13 specific achievements in energy conservation, water conversation, recycling and other environmentally-friendly business practices.

Sponsored by the Broward County Board of County Commissioners and the Environmental Protection Department, the Emerald Award program recognizes businesses for voluntary effort in four areas: waste reduction, recycling, improved operating practices and other green strategies that reduce pollution and waste. Both large and small businesses are eligible. As a large business, Covenant Village received the award for its green strategies. Covenant Village was the only business in Plantation and the only retirement community to receive the award.

Among its strategies, Covenant Village replaces old equipment with high-efficiency models, remodels apartments with water-efficient products and uses electric vehicles to transport residents on its 20-acre suburban campus.

Several of the community’s green successes are the result of successful partnerships with its residents. The residents’ landscaping committee, for example, assembled and provided water conversation tips to the 405 retirees living on campus. The resulting conservation efforts decreased water use by 10 percent.

In making the award, Broward County Mayor Lois Wexler said, “This county program encourages business and government to be mindful of the impact their operations have on the environment and recognizes those who take steps to mitigate negative impacts.”
