Irvington Village operations transition to Elder Place Providence Hospital

Covenant Retirement Communities announces that effective August 1, 2009, Irvington Village, an affordable assisted living apartment building located in Portland, Oregon, is operated by Elder Place Providence Hospital.  

Originally opened in 2002 and operated continuously since then by Covenant Retirement Communities, the assisted living community will continue to serve senior adults.  Elder Place Providence Hospital has retained the Irvington Village staff members and is providing assisted living to current residents while expanding its specialized programming to a broader constituency. Covenant Retirement Communities continues to own the property but will no longer be the service provider.  

The advantages to this arrangement are many, including the following. Staff members were able to keep their jobs through the transition. Residents were able to remain in their apartment homes and to receive uninterrupted service.  Due to a different reimbursement source from which Covenant Retirement Communities could operate, Elder Place Providence Hospital is able to provide continued programming for seniors while ensuring that the financial obligations of the program are met.  Covenant Retirement Communities had previously been constrained by reimbursement sources, causing an annual deficit of approximately $1 million.  Elder Place Providence Hospital provides programs in the Portland area, which will enhance the overall services to residents.  One example is the establishment of an on-site medical clinic.  

 

Through the transition of services, Covenant Retirement Communities and Elder Place Providence Hospital have worked collaboratively to ensure that residents are receiving quality services within an affordable environment.  This new model has been approved by the state of Oregon and is designed to serve financially disadvantaged seniors and others in a residential apartment setting.
