NEW RETIREMENT NEIGHBORHOOD

CROMWELL, Conn., Sept. 29, 2008—Covenant Village of Cromwell unveiled plans to build a new neighborhood of retirement residences at the crest of its 40-acre hilltop campus during a recent harvest festival complete antique cars and hi-top apple pie.

To be called Hillcrest, the 3.5-acre neighborhood will include a 56,000-square-foot, three-story apartment building and 10 duplex-style residences.  Presale of residences will begin in November 2008, following approval by Covenant Retirement Communities’ board of directors. Construction is scheduled to begin by summer 2009, pending receipt of all required corporate and town of Cromwell approvals and permits.

More than 85 prospective residents and neighbors, including town of Cromwell First Selectman Jeremy Shingleton, gathered under a big-top tent for the festive debut. Covenant Village Executive Director Burt Johnson and Marketing Director Maureen Brubaker described the project, the history of the community, and invited guests to view posted preliminary building renderings, site plans and floor plans.  Cameron Bailey’s barbershop quartet entertained as guests viewed the displays and antique cars and enjoyed cider and hi-top apple pie.

“Because of the hilltop site, residences will have extraordinary views all the way to Glastonbury Hills and beyond,” described Brubaker. “The variety of floor plans will offer up to 1,800 square feet of living space and feature details such as gas fireplaces, lofts and walk-out basements.”
